Instructions

This code sample demonstrates extracting and saving an attachment from a task item and mailing it as an attachment in a new mail message.

Follow the steps below to test the form.

1. Double-click the Copy Attachment.oft template to open an instance of the form.
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2. Click the Enable Macros button on the macro virus warning dialog.

3. Note the embedded Test Document.doc embedded in the Notes text box.

4. Click the Copy Attachment tab.
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5. Click the Test Message button.

6. A new mail message opens, with the same Word document embedded in its Notes field.  It is visible briefly, then it is sent (placed in the Outbox).
