Instructions

This code sample shows how to set the date and/or time for an appointment to start from VBS code.  The code on the Post form picks up the date (or date and time) from text boxes on a form, and writes it to an Appointment item's Start field.

To use the sample, follow the steps below:

1. Double-click the Set Date and Time.oft form to open an instance of it.

2. Select any folder in the Select Folder dialog.

3. Click the Enable Macros button on the macro virus warning dialog.
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4. Enter a date (only) in the Set Date text box, and click the Set Date button.

5. A message box appears, showing the date to be set.  Note that it has the default time, usually 8:00 AM.

6. A new appointment opens, with the specified start date.

7. Enter a date and time (say 8/12/98 4:30 PM) in the Set Date and Time text box, and click the Set Date and Time button.

8. A message box appears, showing the date and time to be set.

9. A new appointment opens, with the specified start date.
