Readme for Outcal.dot

Outcal.dot is a word97/2000 template that generates a calendar from Outlook appointment data.  It is a variation of an existing template named olcalndr.dot that is available at the officeupdate.Microsoft.com site.  This version introduces the following changes:

· Only monthly calendars are supported.  Weekly calendars are not available.

· The calendar tables are programmatically generated, so no autotext is needed or used in the template.

· The algorithm for building the calendar is much more efficient and results in a 300% performance gain.

· Textboxes are used for the calendar thumbnails resulting in better output if you save the resulting calendar as an HTML document.

· Appointments can be color-coded based on their category.  (The entire category field is compared, so if you have one item with the category of “Christmas,personal,church” and another with “Christmas;Church;Business”, they will not be the same color.  It must be a full category match.  This option is actually included to be used in conjunction with the Groupcal VBA form for Outlook which creates an outlook calendar folder with special category information.

· There is an option to turn off screen updating while the calendar is built to increase the speed of the template.

This is an example template that I hope will be helpful to someone.  Use it at your own risk as I can make no guarantees that it is fit for any specific purpose or that it will not cause any problems.
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
